INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS

Procedure

The tenderer must submit his tender in sealed envelope and addressed as
indicated in the Notice Inviting Tender.

The envelope shall have the following information superscribed on it :

- Name of Project: “Civil Works for Outside Plant Projects in all
Exchange areas of Mauritius Telecom - Tender no.
TCIL/MUR/480/CIVIL/02/2008”.

- The Name of the Tenderer.

- The words Tender no. TCIL/MUR/480/CIVIL/02/2008.

The tender should contain the following:-

- The letter of offer duly signed by authorized representative of the
tenderer.

- The price schedules duly filled in (Strictly as per enclosed annexure
only).

- Qualification Information along with proof (i.e. Company profile,
Experience record, Manpower and Construction equipment details,
Possession of required valid permits and registrations etc.)

Time of Receipt and Opening of Tender

Tender will be received not later than 15:00 hours on the date mentioned in the
Notice Inviting Tender. Tender received late will be rejected straightway,
whatever the case may be. Tenders shall be opened at 15:30 hours on the same
day at the address mentioned in the Notice Inviting Tender in the presence of
the tenderer’s representative who may wish to attend.

Language of Tender

The tenders prepared by the tenderers and all correspondence and documents
in relation to the tender shall be in the English language only.

The tenderer shall indicate on the appropriate price schedule attached to these
documents the unit price and the total amount for the complete items. The
rates shall be inclusive of all type of taxes & duties. TCIL shall not be
responsible for any tax being levied by Mauritius Government at present and
also any tax enforced in future. However, Value Added Tax (VAT) will be
paid extra, as per claim in the VAT invoices. If there is any discrepancy
between the unit price and the total price, i.e., obtained by multiplying the unit
price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail and total price shall be
corrected. If the agency does not accept the correction of the error, the tender
will be rejected.

Partial or Conditional tenders are liable to be rejected straightway.

Period of validity of Tender.

The tender shall remain irrevocable and open for acceptance for a period of 90
(Ninety) days from the date of opening of tenders. If any tenderer withdraws
his tender before the said period or makes any modifications in the terms and
conditions of the tender, which are not acceptable to TCIL, his tender is liable
to be rejected.

After the expiry of validity period, the Sub-contractor may withdraw his offer,
by giving 15 (fifteen) days notice. His offer will be treated as withdrawn after
the expiry of notice period of 15 (Fifteen) days only i.e. TCIL reserves the
right to award the work during the period of notice if situation so demands.

Non-withdrawal of the offer after the expiry of validity period shall be
interpreted to mean that the tenderer accepts and agrees to keep his offer valid
until TCIL receives a notification from him as mentioned above.

Acceptance of Tender.

The acceptance of tender will rest with TCIL who does not bind themselves to
accept the lowest tender and reserves themselves the authority to reject any or
all the tenders received without assigning any reason. Tenders in which any of
the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled or are incomplete in any respect are
liable to be rejected.

If any tender stipulates any conditions of his own, such conditional tender is
liable to be rejected.

On acceptance of tender, the name of accredited representative(s) of the Sub-
contractor who would be responsible for taking instructions from TCIL shall
be communicated to TCIL.

TCIL does not bind themselves to accept the lowest or any tender and reserves
to themselves the right of accepting the whole or any part of the tender and
divide the work among more than one contractor, and the tenderer shall be
bound to perform the same at the rates quoted or accepted subsequently.
Though the Bill of Quantities enclosed at Section 3 is for the full works, award
of work shall be from time to time strictly on Work Order-wise/Exchange-
wise/Area-wise basis. The Bill of Quantities is as per the original tender of
Mauritius Telecom and are subject to changes, subsequent to approval of the
design/survey of the network.

On acceptance of the tender, the tenderer shall sign the Sub-contract
agreement with TCIL within a period of 7 (Seven) days of notification to the
tenderer.

We agree that this proposal constitutes a firm offer of TCIL, which cannot be
withdrawn for 90 (Ninety) calendar days from and after the due date of opening of
tender.

We certify that we have examined and are fully familiar with all the provisions of the
tender documents and are satisfied that they are accurate; that we have carefully
checked all the words and figures and all statements made in this proposal; that we
have satisfied ourselves with respect to the actual site conditions and the nature and
location of the work, the general and local conditions to be encountered in the
performance of the work and other matter which any way may affect the cost thereof.
We hereby agree that TCIL will not be responsible for any errors or omissions in this
proposal.

We specifically state that it has been informed that TCIL shall be executing the above
Project for Mauritius Telecom, and that TCIL shall sub-contract the Civil works to the
successful sub-contractor after obtaining the approval from Mauritius Telecom.

We have clearly understood the obligation of TCIL under the said Contract in relation
to the work for which the tenders are invited in response to which the tender is being
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given by us and we agree that whatever the obligation of TCIL are towards Mauritius
Telecom with regard to the execution of the work shall be deemed to be our
obligation whether the formal sub-contract documents stipulates it or not, in so far as
the Scope of Work of the sub-contract is concerned.

If awarded, we hereby agree to execute the formal Sub-Contract Agreement which
will be within 7 (seven) days following acceptance of offer.

We understand that TCIL is not bound to accept the lowest or any tender TCIL may

receive. We also understand that TCIL may accept whole or any part of the tender,
and we shall be bound to perform the work at the rates quoted.

FORM OF SUB CONTRACT AGREEMENT

This agreement is made and entered into on between
Telecommunications Consultants India Limited, with its principal
office at TCIL Bhawan, Greater Kailash - I, New Delhi - 110 048,

India and Project Office at 39, Glaieuls Avenue, Quatre Bornes,
Mauritius (hereinafter referred as “TCIL”) on the one part and M/S
(Name and Address)  (hereinafter called the *“SUB-
CONTRACTOR”).

Whereas

A. TCIL has been awarded a contract for the Civil and Cable
Engineering works in various exchange areas of Mauritius under
Contract No. by Mauritius Telecom Ltd., Edith
Cavell Street, Port Louis, Mauritius (hereinafter called the
“EMPLOYER”).

B. TCIL has intended to engage SUB-CONTRACTOR for certain civil
works of the above project.

C. TCIL has subject to provisions of the main contract with Mauritius
Telecom, accepted the offer of SUB-CONTRACTOR for such works
and services.

In consideration of the payments to be made by the TCIL to SUB-
CONTRACTOR, as hereinafter mentioned, SUB-CONTRACTOR hereby
covenants with TCIL to execute and complete the works in conformity to
the technical standards as per MT specifications.

TCIL hereby covenants to pay to SUB-CONTRACTOR in consideration of
the execution and completion of works of various Exchange areas, in
terms of the rates mentioned in the Bill of Quantities at Annexure — A,
payable through “Account Payee” cheque. These prices are excluding VAT.
VAT shall be paid separately, if the same is claimed and the Sub-
Contractor is VAT registered.

The time for completion of works complete in all respect shall be as
mentioned in each work order. The work shall be started by the sub-
contractor as per work orders within 2 days of verbal / written intimation
by TCIL.

The following terms & conditions have been agreed upon by both the
parties:

While executing the work, SUB-CONTRACTOR will deploy suitable
manpower to regulate smooth flow of traffic and for safety of
works/public by putting sign boards/barricades (to be supplied by
TCIL). SUB-CONTRACTOR has to take care of Boards/Barricades
supplied by TCIL. Any Shortage/Damage shall be on his account.
